Proposed rule change to extend the term of office for members of the governing committee: 
Rationale: At present the rules require a new governing committee to be appointed at each Annual General Meeting. A single-year term makes it difficult for the committee to plan ahead and to implement the group’s medium to long term goals. The committee considers that the surety of a three year term will lead to more effective governance, providing stability, better retention of institutional knowledge and improving the long term sustainability of the group by improved medium to long term strategic planning.
Resolution: Whereas members of the governing committee are currently appointed at each Annual General Meeting for a one-year term when a longer term is desirable for the effective governance of the group, therefore it is resolved that rule 12.2 be amended as follows: 
12. GOVERNING COMMITTEE

12.2 Members of the governing committee are appointed at the Annual General Meeting to carry out the aims and objectives of the Group for a term of three years, expiring on conclusion of the relevant Annual General Meeting.  
Effective date of rule change : If passed by a two-thirds majority the alteration to the rules will take effect upon registration by the Registrar of Incorporated Societies.
